PRESIDENT
Message

It gives me great pleasure to present the 104 Annual Report 

of the Federation along with Annual Accounts and the 

Auditorís Report for the year 2020-2021.

It is my privilege to head this 104 year old prestigious 

organization and my three year tenure as Ofýce Bearer was 
a rich learning experience for me. As the voice of industry, 

trade and commerce, the Federation has been actively 

participating in improving the business environment in the 

State of Telangana ever since it was formed in 2014 after 

bifurcation from erstwhile Andhra Pradesh. 

We are extremely proud that despite the youngest State in 

the country, which came into existence just seven years ago, 

Telangana is giving all the major and more mature States 

a run for their money. Telangana stateís outstanding march 

on various fronts is visible from its rankings ñ third in ease 

of doing business (EoDB), fourth in NITI Aayogôs India 
Innovation Index, 6th in NITI Aayogís SDG India Index 

2020-21 (Sustainable Development Goals) etc.

I place on record my appreciation for the generosity shown 

by the members and Secretariat staff to help those affected 

by heavy rains in Hyderabad and am proud that FTCCI has 

donated total of Rs 25lakh, including half-day-salary of the 

staff  to the CM Relief Fund, Telangana State. I sincerely 

express my gratitude to all the donors for their kindness. 

The Covid-19 crisis made a big blow on Indiaís GDP growth 

rate prospects that is already on a declining trend. The full 

impact of the pandemic triggered national lockdown was 

reþected in worst contraction in GDP by 23.9% on a yearly 
basis in the ýrst quarter (April-June 2020) of the ýnancial 
year ó21 that was latter revised to 24.4% because of shutting 
of factories & businesses during lockdown, prohibition on 

travel, and restriction on mobility of goods and people that 

has resulted in domestic supply and demand disruptions. 

Second quarter of the year also contracted by 8% (revised 
from 7.4%) and the contraction for two consecutive quarters 
put Indian economy technically under RECESSION

The third quarter (October-December) of 2020-ô21 registered 
positive growth of 0.4% giving optimism that the economy 
will register a óVô shaped recovery. The fourth quarter 
continued marginal positive growth of 1.6% but the growth 
rate for the entire ýnancial year of 2020-2021 contracted by 

7.3%.
The hopes of registering a ëVí shaped growth are dimmed 

due to second wave of Covid-19 pandemic that left the 

people shattered and lost. The ýrst quarter of FY 2021-22 is 
largely gone under lockdown and various restrictions across 

the country that impacts the growth rate adversely. 

While we were estimating pain to the economy, the market 

was doing something else, it subtly began its climb to 

doubling in less than a year. Truly, it was technically 

decoupled. This puzzled many, but a number of analysts are 

seeing the decoupling as one of the ýrst signs of the world 
exploring a Plan B to China. The result is a greater interest 
among global companies to prospect Indian companies 

for products supply and probable collaborations. Now this 

could be compelling. The market enthusiasm can also be 

gauged from the amount of capital raised through IPOs in 

the year 2020-21 - Rs 31,277 crore through Initial Public 

Offer (IPO) and Rs.15,029 through Follow-on Public Offer 

(FPO) (including SME) were mopped in 2020-21. Among 

the few positives in the Indian economy is also the high 

foreign exchange reserve. Indiaís foreign exchange reserve 

stood at $585.334 billion in the week ended January 21

Traders, commercial establishments, hospitality sectors viz, 

tourism, hotels, travel service providers ( air and rail) are 

facing unprecedented crisis due to continued health risk 

and restrictions. Governments, both central and state, need 

to extend support to these sectors for faster recovery of the 

economy.   

The world as we know it has changed and with it has emerged 

a new perspective to face challenges by constantly evolving 

and pre-empting the changing need of the consumers and 

businesses, by developing the vaccination. Bharat Bio-
Tech of Hyderabad developed indigenous vaccine and we 

are proud that Hyderabad has become hub of vaccination 

producers. 

Federation welcomes the Union Budget announcement of 
sum of over Rs 3 lakh crore for Discoms and tying funds 

to improvements. It sent out a clear message that funds 

can be availed on successful outcomes only, consistent 

with proposed model to provide choice of supplier in 

electricity distribution. We also welcome the government 
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of Indiaís announcement to indigenize production of 108 

items required for Defence sector to give a boost to óMake 
in Indiaí and ëGo Localí policies. The political uncertainty 

between China and India opens up doors for manufacturing 

of many products that are largely imported from China.

I must emphasize that digitalization will play a big role 

in reshaping retail and MSMEs in the economy. By using 
aggregator apps, hyper-local vendors like our neighborhood 

kiranas and vegetable vendors are now able to provide door-

to-door services either via contactless payments or on an 

aggregate payment model. The government of Telangana 

has launched an online portal called ëkiranalinker.iní to 

help all kirana stores in the State to become digitized free 

of cost and offer their services to community through online 

payments and home deliveries. The trading community can 

mitigate the losses due to lockdowns or other restrictions by 

going digital. 

It is heartening to note that despite the Covid-19 pandemic 

affecting most part of the year 2020-21, IT exports from 

Telangana scaled a new high of over Rs 1.45 lakh crore 

in 2020-21 against Rs 1.28 lakh crore the previous year, 

registering phenomenal 13 per cent growth. The state has 

achieved a remarkable progress in IT sector since formation 

achieving Compound Average Growth Rate (CAGR) of 

14.25 per cent, up from Rs 57,000 crore in 2014 to Rs 1.45 

lakh crore in 2021and adding over three lakh new IT/ITeS 

jobs over the last seven years. 

While commending the efforts of state government in 

bringing large multinational companies to set up their 

facilities in Hyderabad, we request the government to 
encourage manufacturing sector too and release the long 

pending sanctioned incentives and support MSMEs in these 

difýcult times.

FTCCI holds 2000 sq yards of land in the vicinity of Lotus 
Pond in Road No.12, Jubilee Hills, Hyderabad locked up 

in litigation by Jubilee Hills Cooperative Society. Since 

the litigation may extend for longer time, we had requested 
the Revenue Authorities like Chief Commissioner Land 

Administration and District Collector, Hyderabad  for 

allotment of alternate land, The administration responded 

positively and consented for the same, in principle. 

FTCCI submitted representations to Sri K.T. Rama Rao, the 

Honourable Minister for Municipal and Urban Development, 

Chief Commissioner of Land Administration and District 

Collector, Hyderabad, requesting for expediting allotment of 
land which is free from litigations. Identiýcation of proper 
land is under process.

ISO CERTIFICATION
